


INSTRUCTIONS

1. This application must be completely filled in by typewriter or ink and submitted
in duplicate to the Building Inspector.

2. A plan and elevation view showing a detailed layout for the location of all
proposed signs in relationship to the buildings housing the business described by
the sign, adjoining premises and public streets or areas must be drawn on the
diagram below.

3. The work covered by this application may not be commenced before the issuance
of the Building and Zoning Permit.

4. No sign shall be used in whole or part for any purpose whatever until a certificate
of compliance has been granted by the Building Inspector.

5. Any deviation from the approved plans must be authorized by the approval of
revised plans subject to the same procedure established for the examination of the
original plans.

6. An inspection by the Building Inspector and the Fire Department is required
immediately after the sign is erected. A Certificate of Compliance is necessary
before the sign may be put into use and its issuance is subject to the approval of
the above.

PLOT DIAGRAM

Locate the sign clearly and distinctly both in the plan view and the elevation view.
Indicate all dimensions and label all properties, buildings and streets.

Locate sign w/dimensions, buildings, property lines Locate sign with respect to ground level and

The Building Permit expires 6 Months from the date of issuance unless construction has
commenced.

The Building Permit expires 2 years from the date of issuance if construction commenced
within the first 6 months.
